SSTôs Initiatives 
We have started the DEAR Programme for the second year running. Since the beginning of last year on 

Tuesdays students from Std One to Form Five have gathered in our 
Auditorium to read silently for twenty minutes during the lunch hour. 
The target for every child is to finish reading a story book every 
week and to write a book review for the Primary students or a 
synopsis of the book read for the Secondary students. Reading 
Awards will be presented to children who have read 15 or more 
books by the end of Term Two. 
 
Besides this programme, we 
have provided English, 

Bahasa and Chinese newspapers in the Arena of Knowledge for 
children to read during their breaktimes. To improve further their 
command of grammar and vocabulary, we have encouraged them 
to read a passage every day and to participate in a self-paced 
activity to do grammar and vocabulary exercises from two sets of 
selected books easily available in the Arena.
